RACE HISTORY

The Great St Wilfrid is the  highlight of the racing calendar for Ripon racecourse and a big field of 
handicappers is usually assembled. The standard of runner is improving every year and so is the 
rating of the winner with most now winning from a 90+ rating. Dandy Nicholls' employs his usual 
tactic in these type of sprints by running plenty of horses. 41 of his charges have gone to post in the 
last decade and he has won the race twice in the last 5 years.
